
DC Stoddert Soccer 
Board Meeting and Annual General Meeting

December 6, 2006
Minutes
I. Board Meeting

A. Consent Items

The Board reviewed and approved the proposal to make the legal filings necessary to formally revive Stoddert of Maryland.  The Board passed a resolution electing Dave Repka to serve as the President and Dave Sarley and Mike McNamee as Vice Presidents.
B. Discussion Items

1. Nominations for 2007 General Directors

Dave Repka suggested the following slate to fill the positions of General Directors on the 2007 Stoddert Board:   Dave Repka, Len Oliver, Jennifer Hillman, Bob Hartheimer, Cindy Dunbar and Mitch Dubenski.   The Board approved the slate to be presented to the members at the Annual General Meeting for its approval.

2. Insurance Status

Dave Repka noted that the work to update and have in place appropriate Directors and Officers Liability has been completed; the workers compensation plan has been identified and will be in place soon; the office insurance with a crime rider is still being worked on.  The Board approved authorizing the Finance Manager, Patricia Benton, to obtain an office and crime policy from the most appropriate underwriter at a price not to exceed $1,925 per year.

3. Spring Fields

Dave noted that the travel fields need to be loaded by February 5th and that Stoddert is facing another season with very significant field constraints.   The travel teams will have up to 70 slots at the Soccerplex, but that will not be sufficient.  The new turf fields at the Soccerplex are not likely to be available until June.

Kate Samsot is working to obtain permission to use the GW/Mt. Vernon fields on both Saturday and Sunday.

Len Oliver and Charlie Myers are working to obtain access to the new turf field at Sidwell Friends.

Cindy Dunbar will be asked to see whether Stoddert could obtain permission to use the field at GDS.

The Board then discussed the status of the Kennilworth/Parkside projects.  Len and Tom Gross both reported on the activities of the committee overseeing the upgrading of those facilities.  There may be one full size field at Parkside and 2 full sized and 2 smaller fields at Kennilworth, but it was not clear when those fields would be available.   The committee working on these fields has now shifted to trying to upgrade and put down turf at one DC high school per year, at a cost of approximately $1 million per full sized field.  In meetings with Adrian Fenty and Senator Landrieu, there was strong support for the plan to work first on the high school fields so that they could be used for soccer in addition to football in the fall.

Charlie noted that he has meeting with the principal of Deal Junior High School next week to see what could be worked out to ensure access to the Deal field.

Tom Gross noted that we will lose access to Fort Reno for the fall, but that Shepherd is likely to be back on line.

The Board then discussed the possibility of fields at RFK when a new soccer stadium is built at Poplar Point and it was suggested that we continue to work with DC United, the US Soccer Foundation and others to try to obtain as many fields on the former RFK site as possible.

4.   30th Anniversary
Karin Perkins reported on plans for the 30th Anniversary, noting that we will hold a Soccerfest in April for kids and families at Carter Baron, and that a subcommittee has been pulled together to put the Soccerfest in place.  No firm decision has been made yet on holding a gala dinner/possible fundraiser in the fall.   Len Oliver has also agreed to pull together an event at RFK around one of the DC United games as part of the 30th anniversary.  A proposal and budget will be discussed at the January Board meeting.
5.  Strategic Planning meeting
The club will hold a major strategic planning meeting on February 4th.  Among the many issues to be discussed there are referees and the plans for further involvement/education of parents to serve as referees as well as the issue of mandatory licensing requirements for coaches.

C. Personnel matters

Dave Repka noted that he would set up a conference with the Board in the next 2 weeks to have an executive session to discuss personnel issues.

II. Annual General Meeting

Dave Repka opened the Annual General Meeting and welcomed the additional Stodddert members to the meeting.   Two items required the approval of the Stoddert membership: 1) the revisions to the By-laws and 2) the slate of general directors for 2007.  With respect to the By-laws, Dave noted that the revised By-laws had been posted on the web-site for 4 weeks and that the changes to the By-laws were to ensure that they current reflect best practices for non-profit corporations.  He further noted that the governance structure was changed to have a Board that is more workable in terms of numbers for quorum requirements, but that remains inclusive for the many diverse ages and participants in the DC Stoddert programs.

The membership acting with a quorum as required by the By-laws unanimously approved the adoption of the revised By-laws.

The membership also unanimously approved the slate of general directors as recommended and approved by the Board.
