Dear GU11 Red Metros 98 Families: 

Congratulations!  Your daughter has been selected to the GU11 RED Metros 98 Team in the Girls Academy Program, playing in WAGS (the Washington Area Girls Soccer League) in the fall. We will be holding a parent meeting to discuss details in late August.  ALL players are expected to be at preseason training from August 24 on.  They will have MANDATORY training over August 28-29 AND a MANDATORY tournament over Labor Day Weekend. 
The team manager will be contacting you later this month to inform you what we need from you in order for your daughter to play on a WAGS team this fall. A number of tasks absolutely cannot wait until late August.  The manager will need two photos of your daughter, no larger than 1.5 inches square, and will need to take custody of an original birth certificate or an official copy (not a Xerox) or an expired or current passport in order to obtain a player card for your daughter, if she was not on a WAGS team last year. The birth certificate or passport will be returned in late August, but there is NO flexibility on these requirements, so think about options now such as ordering an official birth certificate copy from the city of birth. If she was on a WAGS team last year, the player card from 2008-2009 can be used for birth proof.  Your daughter will also need to sign her player card by early August. Therefore if you are going out of town before the end of June, or if your daughter will be away at camp or on trips the entire summer, please contact the manager Jeff Balkind NOW to figure out how to complete the required tasks.
 
IMPORTANT: In order to register with DC Stoddert Soccer for the Girls Academy Program, and to hold your daughter's place on the team, please follow this link to complete registration and pay for the fall soccer season. Payment plans and scholarships are available, and are explained on the registration website. To hold a spot on the GU11 Red Metros team, please register via this link by 5 pm on July 1:  https://www.youthleaguesusa.com//dcssl/09-10/Travel.html
Fees to WAGS league and field rental fees are due this summer, thus we must collect fall fees now in order to enter the league. This fee paid to Stoddert covers pre-season and fall coaching, WAGS league fees, player registration and carding with the state associations, insurance, field permits and rentals, goalie clinics, referee fees, and Stoddert administrative costs. After July 1, we will begin to fill spots from the waitlist for each team. 

If you did not already register on line in our system for tryouts, you will not be able to complete the registration process at the link above. Those players with an “*” next to their tryout number must complete the tryout registration before they can be added to the team and allowed to register: https://www.youthleaguesusa.com/dcssl/09-10/Tryout-Travel.html
