Assisting Toto will be Ian Oliver, USSF “D” license and fellow co-founder of DC Soccer and Goals for Girls.  Ian has also played soccer all his life starting with select soccer in Maine, followed by two seasons with St. Jean Brevelay in France, then club soccer at American University. In addition, the Age Group Director for Stoddert’s GU13/GU14 program is Mohan Telfer, USSF “C” License and Stoddert Soccer’s Travel Coach of the Year for 2009.

Fees to the MSI league and field rental fees are due this summer, thus we must collect fall fees now in order to enter the league. This fee paid to Stoddert covers pre-season and fall coaching, MSI league fees, player registration and carding with the state associations, insurance, field permits and rentals, goalie clinics, referee fees, and Stoddert administrative costs. After July 1 we will begin to fill spots from the waitlist for each team. 
In order to play in the MSI Classic league, players will need to obtain US Club Soccer cards. The Fusion Team Manager will be in touch with you soon regarding what is required, but you will need to supply a birth certificate or a passport (copies OK), and a small photo of your daughter.  If your daughter will be out of town most of the summer, please make arrangements now to find out what you need to do before leaving.
